quoted in my article of December 10, contains several ad-
ditional points warranting eommen: ln uus spaee.

For. instance, the second
parasmph of that letter
reads, In part: “Since my
return to the Stales, I have
been very busy trying Lo get
the Muslims reorganized into
True Islam ... " I, for one,
cannot accept this to be a
statement of facts.

My belief is that Malcolm
—judging from his public

mad—his own mentor and
former leader and teacher—
proved beyong the shadow of
a doubt that he was devoid
of essentlal Islml.c charac-
teristies.

I AM ALSO of the opinion
that Malcolm X spent very
