What the Muslims Want

This is the question asked mast frequently by bath the
whites and the blacks. The answers to this question | shall
state as simply a5 possible.

I. We want freedom. We want a full and complete
freedom.

2. We want justice. Equal justice under the law. We
want justice applied equally to all, regardless of creed or
class or color.

3. We want equality of opporlunity. We want equal
membership in society with the best in civilized society.

4. We want ow people in America whosa parents or
grandparents were descendants from slaves, to be allowed
1o establish a separate state or teritory of their
own—either on this continent or elsewhere. We believe
that our former slave masters are obligated to provide
surh land and that the area must be fertile and minerally
rich. We believe that owr former slave masters are
ohligated to maintzin and supply cur needs in this separate
temritory for the next 20 to 25 years—until we are able to
produce and supply cur own peeds. S

Since we cannol get along with them in peace and
equality. after giving them 400 years of our sweat and blood
and receiving in return some of the worst treatment human
beings bave ever expeiienced, we believe our contributions to
this f2nd and the suifering forced wpon us by white Amenca,

justifies our demand for complete separstion in a state o
temitory of our own.

5. We want freedom for all Believers of Islam now held in
federal prisons We want freedom for all black men and
women now under death sentence in innumersble prisans in
the North as well as the South.

We want every black man and woman to have the freedom
1o.2ceept or reject being separated from the slave master's
children and estzblish 3 land of their own'

We know that the above plan for the solution of the
black and white conflict is the best and only answer to the
preblem beiween two people.

6. We want an immediate end to the polize brutality and
mob attzcks against the so-called Negro throughout the
United States.

We believe that the Federal government should miercede
1o see that black men and women tried 1n white counis
receive justice in accordance with the kaws of the land—or
allow us to build a srew nation for ourselves. dedicated 1o
justice, frezdom and libenty.

7. As long as we are nol allowed 1o establish a state or
teititory of our own, we demand nol only equal justice under
the laws of the United Stales. but equal employment
opoottunities—MNOW!
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We do not believe that after 400 years of free or nearly
free labor, sweal and blood, which has helped Amenca
bezome rich and powerful. that so many thousands of black
people should have 1o subsist on relief, charity or [ive ia post
houses.

8. We want the government of the United States to
exempt our people from ALL taxation 2s lang as we am
degrived of equal justicz under the laws of the land.

9. We want equal education—but separate schoels up to
16 for boys and 18 for girls on the condition that the girls be
sent to women's colleges and universities. We want 2ll black
children educated, taught and wzined by their own teachers.

Under such schooling system we believe we will make 2
bettes nation of peeple. The United States government shoald
provide, free. all nacessary text books and equipment, schosls
and college buildings. The Muslim teachers shall be left frez
to teach and train their people in the way of rightzousasss
decency and seli respect. -

10. We believe that intermarriage or race miniag should be
prohibited. We want the religion of Islam taught withost
hinderance or suppiession.

These are some of the things thaf we, the Muslims, want
for our people in North America

What the Muslims Believe

1. WE BELIEVE in the One God Whase proper Name is
Aliah.

2. WE BELIEVE in the Hely Our-an and in the
Scriptures of all the Prophets of Ged.

3. WE BELIEVE in the truth of the Bible, but we believe
that it has been lampered with and must be reinterpreted
so that mankind will not be saared by the falsehoods that
have beer added to it

4 WE BELIEVE in Allzh’s Prophets and the Scriptures
they brought 1o the people.

5. WE BELIEVE in the resurrection of the dead—rot in
physical resunection—but in mental resenection We
helieve that the so-called Megroes are most m meed of
mental 1esurrection therefore. they will be resumected first.

Furthermore. we believe we are the people of God's
thoice. as it has Bzen wanten. that God would choose the
rejected and the despised We can find no other persons
fitting this deszipuon in these last days more than the so -
merica.

6. WE BELIEVE n the judgment. we believe this fust
judgment wall 12k place as God revealed, in America. . -
7. WE BELIEVE this is the time in history for the

szparation of the so -called Negroes and the so -called white
Americans. We believe the black man should be freed m
name as well as in facy By this.we mean that he should pe
freed from the names imposed upon him by his former slave
masters. Names which identified him as being the slave
master’s slave. We believe that if we are free indeed. we
should go in our own people’s names—the black peoples of
the earth.

8. WE BELIEVE in justice for 2ll. whether in God or not:
we believe as others, that we are due equal justice as humaa
beings. We believe in equality—as a nation —of equals. We
do not ¥elieve that we are equal with our sleve masters in’
the status of “freed slaves™

We recognize and respect American citizens as
independent peoples and we respect their laws which
govern this nation.

9. WE BELIEVE that the offer of integration s
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are, all of a sudden, their “friends”. Furthermore, we
belicve that such deceplion is intended 1o p black
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for the separation from the whites of this nation.

If the white people are truthful sbout their professe:
frizndship toward the so -called Negro. they tan prove it by
dividing up America with their slaves

We dao not belisve that America will ever be ablz U
furnish enough jobs for ket own millions of unemployed. &
addition to jobs for the 20,000,000 black people as well

10. WE BELIEVE that we who declared ourselves to b
righteous Muslims, should not participate in wars which tzk
the fives of humans. We do not believe this nation shoed
force us 1o take part in such wers, for we have nothiag t
gain from it unless America agrees 1o give us the necessar
teritory wherein we may have something ta fight fer.

11. WE BELEYE our women should be respected aa
protecied 3s the women of othet nationalilies are respacie
and protected.

12. WE BELIEVE that Alisk {Godj appeared in 1
Person of Master W. Fard Muhammad, July, 1930; &
long -awaited “Messiah” of the Christians and [ ]
“Mahdi” of the Muslims.
