After waiting for a while
in front of the administration
building some of the spokesmen
from the students’ union came
and informed the others of their
plans.

We were told that the dead
student’s body was at the hospi-
tal. We then walked in a large
procession of some 2500 students
to the hospital. We took the larg-
est main street leading from the
university to the hospital for our
procession.
