Antibiotics From Milk May
Prove Good Cancer Fighters

LINCOLN, Nebraska—Mother's
milk—the most basic form of
food for all 'developing mam-
mals-—may have-some indirect—
or direct—answers to cancer
cures. Research at the Univer-
sity of Nebraska has unfolded |
the fact that milk bacteria cul-
tures possess strong antibiotic
properties which may prove use-
ful in combating cancer.

ACCORDING TO Dr. Khem
Shahani, a University of Nebras-
ka professor of food sciences
and technology: “Preliminary
studies showed that these
cultures have very high antibiot-
ic activity . .. (and) ... pro-
duce a very minute gquantity of
anticancer activity.” He further

elaborates: “We are now trying

to isolate and concentrate that
particular activity.”

Through this is far from a
cancer cure, Shahani spoke opti-
mistically of the fact that cer-
tain milk bacterial cultures “ap-
pear to inhibit several types of
tissue.”” This is what would be
expected in treating a cancer
development to inhibit its
growth.

Ten years age research began
with “lactobacillus acidophilus™
cultures which demonstrated
great antibiotic activity. Dr.
Shahani says, “We tried to see
if we could isolate this particu-
lar antibiotic’ After three
years, success was attained. The
result was an extract called
“‘acidophilin,™

tired upon repeatedly and in-
stead of state and local police
moving to protect us, they have
"fifoved to further repress us.”

Rev. ‘Koen issued a plea for
food, clothing and medical sup-
plies to aid the Cairo people in
withstanding the coming winter
months ahead.

“We need food and clothing,’
he said, “because of our critical
poverty.

“Our families work in the cot-
ton fields for less than five dol-
lars a day -for seven days a
week. Our mothers work in the
homes of white people, cleaning
and caring for their children
only to come home with less
than $24 a week.

“We are living in a city that
has been declared first in pover-
ty across-the state by the Office
of-Economic Qpportunity.

“A total of 4.6 per cent of all
pegple, Black and white in Cai-
ro, earn less than $3,000 a vear.
Twenty per cent of all Black
males are unemployed and 45.8
per- cent of all housing has been
judged sub-standard. The figures
for 1970 will be worse.”

THE 24 YEAR-OLD MINISTER
said his organization is also asking
that medical supplies be sent to
the economically depressed area
because of “the ‘“racist attitude
of ‘the local hospital toward
Blacks. .
