I glanced at the predominantly
male class and discovered that
they were watching me also.-
Six of the students of this class
had been coming regularly to
the meeting with me where in
the teachings of the Honorable
Elijah Muhammad, Messenger
of Allah (God) had been
conveyed. The young Sister did
not know that there were two

registered Muslim Brothers in .

her audience. Thus, they, like
the other students were
waiting for the opportunity to
question her on the subject of
the Black man in the Bible.
