As the Holy
Quran hints, fike a mighty stone
that when ‘*hurled at falsehood,
knocks out fts hrains.’

Thus, wrties Dr. Lockyer, in
his Book: AN The Kings and
Queens of the Bible, ‘“the stome
cut out withent hands descends
with crushing force upon the ex-
tremities of the image—the toes
and feet.” He adds, “‘Presently
two great forces are at work,
The image and the stone, and
the question is, which are we in
and labor for?"
